First Day of School Reminders For VPK Student: PLEASE READ CAREFULLY

e Please be sure to scan your child every morning in the Brightwheel APP on your
phone. This is our means of ensuring that ratios are maintained in every class and
that we send in enough lunches into our classrooms. Once your child is scanned in
they should report as follows:

o 7:30-7:50 Report to the Science Lab 7:50-8:30 Playground

o Students are asked to be at school no later than 8:30. Students arriving after
8:30 should be dropped off at the office and will wait fil a staff member can
take them to the room. PLEASE DO NOT GO TO THE CLASSROOM. Teachers are
not permitted to admit kids at the door.

o Morning snack is served at 8:30. Students arriving after 8:50 cannot be offered
a morning snack and should have had breakfast at home.

e If your child will be absent or comes late, please let us know in Brightwheel so that we
won't worry and can also have enough meals for all students.

e Please remember that unless your child has a medical or religious exception, we
cannot allow outside food in our school. Outside food must be consumed prior to
entering the building.

e Items to bring to school:

o A change of clothing marked with your child’s name placed in a gallon zip
lock bag that will be left in your child’s cubbie untfil it is used. Once clothing is
soiled, it will be sent home, and you are asked to replace it with clean clothing.
School uniform is required.

o The polo must be worn Monday - Thursday and the polo or school T-Shirt must
be worn on Fridays. Over the summer, you can wear either the polo or the
school T-shirt every day. If your child comes to school without their uniform, we
will provide one and bill your account.

o Your child may wear shorts, leggings or pants, Skirts and futu’s are not
permitted.

o If you wish to send a jacket, it must be a plain solid jacket with the child’s name
written inside. No printed jackets or those with superhero themes.

Please do not send in jewelry, headbands or toys of any kind.
Sneakers should be able to slide on or use Velcro. No laces please and No
CROCS.

o Except earrings, NO JEWELRY OF ANY KIND IS PERMITTED.

e Orange Door is a mixed age VPK classroom. This means that the children in Orange
recently turned 4 or will furn 4 by December. The kids who will be 4 after September 1
will benefit from being exposed to the VPK curriculum this year and will be in the
advanced VPK next year. The VPK “rules” only apply to the actual VPK kids.

e Three hours of the day are paid for by VPK. VPK allows for up to 3 days absent each
month. Missing more than 3 days a month could be cause to revoke the VPK certificate.
Keep in mind, some days are considered NON-INSTRUCTIONAL. On those days,
attendance is not taken, and absences are not counted.



When you arrive for pick up, ring the bell at the front door after scanning out and get a

pick up pass. Take that pick up pass and give it to the teacher.

e Students attending VPK until 2:00 will not nap. They will be taken to the playground at
1:00 then the science lab at 1:30. They should be picked up there.

e If your child is in full day VPK, if you pick up before 4:45 take the pick-up pass to the
classroom and the teacher will release your child. THE TEACHERS WILL NOT RELEASE
KIDS WITH OUT A PICK UP PASS. This is to ensure that only authorized individuals pick
up.

e If you pick up from 4:45 on, you will find your child on the playground. After getting
the pickup card, ring the bell and your child will be released once you hand the card
to the teacher.

e Af the end of each month, VPK parents must sign the VPK attendance book. Please
make sure to do that before the 2nd business day of the month or we could be
denied funding for your child.

e You can review the teacher lesson plans in the Brightwheel app so you can discuss
the day’s activities with your child. We will also do our best to send 2-3 photos weekly
in this APP. Each Friday, the director will send a weekly letter to your email and in the
APP. The teacher will also send a letter. This recap will also include developmental
milestone, events of our week, Student of The Week, and upcoming activities.

e Some months, VPK kids may attend one fieldtrip a month. If your child is in
attendance on that day, your account will be billed $8. Fieldtrip dates are listed on
the calendar.

We do our best to keep our school healthy. PLEASE KEEP SICK CHILDREN HOME. If while

at school your child develops a fever, diarrhea or has excessive nasal discharge you will

be called to pick up. Please come as quick as possible as your child will be quarantined
in the main office. Children who are sent home with a fever cannot return the next day

as they must be fever free for 24 hours before returning to school. If your child has a

communicable disease they must have a doctor’'s note to return to school.

Although our staff is vaccinated against the COVID Virus we cannot control if a child

comes to our school with COVID. You will be noftified immediately if this is the case.
