First Day Of School Reminders For Red Door Students: PLEASE READ CAREFULLY

e Please be sure to scan your child in every morning in the Brightwheel APP on your phone.
This is our means of ensuring that ratios are maintained in every class and that we send in
enough lunches into our classrooms.

e Please remember that unless your child has a medical or religious exception, we cannot
allow outside food in our school. Morning snack is served at 8:30 am. All children arriving by
8:45 will be offered a morning snack unless the parents advises otherwise. Due to our USDA
Food Program guidelines, morning snacks cannot be served after 2:00 am. Outside food
must be consumed prior to entering the building.

e Items to bring to school:

o A change of clothing marked with your child’s name placed in a gallon zip lock
bag that will be left in your child’'s cubbie until it is used. Once clothing is soiled, it
will be sent home and you are asked to replace it with clean clothing. The school
uniform is required.

o The polo must be worn Monday — Thursday and the polo or school T-Shirt must be
worn on Fridays. Over the summer, you can wear either the polo shirt or the school
T-shirt every day. If your child comes to school without their uniform, we will provide
one and bill your account.

o Your child may wear shorts, leggings or pants, Skirts and tutu’s are not permitted.

o If you wish to send a jacket, it must be a plain solid jacket with the child’s name
written inside. No printed jackets for those with superhero themes.

o Please do not send in jewelry, headbands or toys of any kind.

o Sneakers should be able to slide on or use Velcro. No laces please and No CROCS.

o Except earrings, NO JEWELRY OF ANY KIND IS PERMITTED.

e |If your child is enrolled in the full day program and naps at the school, please send their
school bag with the school blanket and pillow only. The blanket is twice the size of the
cots/mats so it will serve as the bottom sheeting and cover. No other bedding is permitted.
You may leave the blanket at school and we ask that families fake home the blanket every
Friday to wash. Please do not wash the pillow as it will fall apart. There is no cost for the first
blanket, pillow, or school bag. Additional blankets can be purchased for $5 and bags and
pillows can be purchased for $10. We also sell pillowcases for $5. Those can be washed!

e You will be updated on diaper changes, meals and other important information through the
Brightwheel app. You can communicate through the app to your teacher or by calling the
school and asking for Rainbow Door. We will also do our best to send 2-3 photos weekly in this
APP. Each Friday, the director will send a weekly letter to your email in Constant Contact and
also in the Brightwheel App. Please read the Director letter and the Class Letter. The teachers
work very hard to keep you informed. This recap will also include developmental milestone,
events of our week, Student of The Week, and upcoming activities.

e We provide free diapers and wipe through size 6. Please send in your own cream with your
child’'s name on a waterproof label.

e Each Friday, the director will send a weekly letter and the teacher will send a class letter to
your email in Constant Contact and also in the Brightwheel App. Please read the Director
letter and the Class Letter. The teachers work very hard to keep you informed. This recap will
also include developmental milestone, events of our week, Student of The Week, and
upcoming activities.



e We do our best to keep our school healthy. PLEASE KEEP SICK CHILDREN HOME. If while at
school your child develops a fever, diarrhea or has excessive nasal discharge you will be
called to be picked up. Please come as quickly as possible as your child will be quarantined
in the main office. Children who are sent home with a fever cannot return the next day as
they must be fever free for 24 hours before returning to school. If your child has a
communicable disease, they must have a doctor’s note to return to school.
